A7. In the empirical method, an attempt is made to bring scientificity in Political Science. In
this the facts of the society are obtained. So that their behavior can be studied, their tendency
can be assessed. For this case study, survey method and interview are used. This method is a
value neutral method. Its exponents are Graham Wallace, Merriam, Caitlin etc.

Q8. What is inductive method?

AS8. In the inductive method, first the facts are collected, then a conclusion is drawn by
comparing them. In this, general principles are derived from specific facts. This method has
been used by thinkers like Aristotle, Machiavelli etc. Under this, observational method,
comparative method and historical method are included.

A9. In the deductive method, some principles are touched upon as the basis. In this, these
specific principles are compared with the general principle. From which political principles
can be built. This method has been used by thinkers like Plato, Hobbes, Hegel and Thomas
Aquinas. Philosophical method is included under this.

In which there is faith of individuals and
groups of individuals in certain beliefs and facts. They look at the political-economic aspects
of the world from the point of view of these ideologies.

He is not governed by
intelligence and logic, but the life of man in the natural state is lonely, pathetic, disgusting,
brutish and fleeting.

Q35. How classical liberalism is different from modern liberalism?

A35. Traditional liberalism follows the policy of non-intervention in the economic field while
modern liberalism gives importance to the public welfare state. Traditional liberalism is a
symbol of negative liberty while modern liberalism is a symbol of positive liberty.

Q36. What are the characteristics of liberalism?

A36. There are two forms of liberalism - ancient liberalism and modern liberalism.
Liberalism places the individual at the center of political institutions. Faith of Liberalism
Economic Freedom, Democracy, International Freedom

and in individualism.

Q37. What is welfare state?
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A37. Along with protecting the individual, the welfare state provides various social facilities
to them such as education, health, pension etc. To provide these facilities, the state imposes
taxes on the individuals.

Q38. What do you understand by Equality of opportunity?

A38. Egalitarianism establishes equality in two ways. Equality of result and equality of
opportunity. Under equality of opportunity, the state uses economic assistance and positive
discrimination to provide equal opportunities for development to individuals.

Q39. Write the theory of surplus value.

A39. ‘The value of a thing is due to the labor put into it.” The capitalist pays the laborer only
that much wage so that he can survive. The capitalist himself appropriates most of the profit
from the commodity. The difference between the selling price of the article and the wages
paid to the worker is called surplus value. The labor also has a right to the surplus value. Due
to this exploitation, the capitalist becomes the owner of more resources.

Q40. What is real sovereignty and titular sovereignty?

A40. In nominal sovereignty, all powers are vested in the sovereign, he is the head of the
state, but the powers of governance are exercised by the real sovereign. This type of
difference is found in the parliamentary system of governance.

Q41. What do you understand by adult universal suffrage?
A41. Adult universal suffrage means that all citizens after attaining a certain age will have the
right to vote. No one will be discriminated on the basis of caste, religion, gender etc.

Q42. What are the natural rights according to John Locke?
A42. According to John Locke, there are three main natural rights of citizens which are
provided by nature, these cannot be abolished by the state. 1. Life 2. Liberty 3. Property.
